11. If there are not 10 rabbits shown in a breed, the specialty club requirements will not be
paid. Section 16 ARBA show rules.

12. Any sanctioned breed not having 10 rabbits shown in the breed will not be sanctioned for
our 2008 show. However, if a breeder requests the sanction and pays for it we will be glad
to accept any such sanctions. Whenever 2 non-sanctioned breed has 10 rabbits, CCRC will
sanction the breed the following year
