Requirements for Receiving a Scholarship

The recipient of a(n) KSRBA scholarship must have been a member of the
Kansas State Rabbit Breeders Association for at least five (5) years prior
to submitting an application and be currently involved in raising and
showing rabbits in Kansas.

The applicant must be a high school graduate and currently enrolled in an
accredited college program, vocational or technical program. A copy of
your present transcript must be submitted to the selection committee at
the address shown below.

The scholarship will be paid to the recipient's institution upon submitting
proof of enrollment in that accredited two or four year college/university,
vocational or technical school.

Completed application forms must be submitted to the KSRBA
Scholarship Committee chairperson and postmarked no later than August
31 of the year the application is to be awarded.

Two (2) letters of recommendation must also be submitted by August 31
of the year of application. One letter must be from a current Kansas State
Rabbit Breeders Association member who is acquainted with the
applicant. Letters of recommendation must be mailed from the individual
writing the letter, directly to the Scholarship Committee chairperson.

An individual may only receive the KSRBA Scholarship one time.

The KSRBA scholarship may not be awarded, if the committee decides
scholarship applications and individual requirements are not met.

Family members of the acting Scholarship Committee will be excluded
from participation.
